The destination featured great roads for veterans (i.e. flat) and lots to see and do 
including an eclectic collection of memorabilia at the Great Aussie Beer Shed and Heritage Farm 
Museum, a paddle steamer cruise and a visit to the Torrumbarry weir on the Murray River where we 
learned about some of the work of the Murray -Darling Basin Authority.

There were some very interesting and rare cars these included an 1899 Di Dion Bouton (I know some 
will say it should be a ‘De’ not a ‘Di” but that’s what the plaque on the dashboard said). The unusual 
seating arrangement stands out, a new take on back seat drivers!  The car ran very smoothly. 
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Another interesting car was a 1909 Schacht high wheeler, an American car designed for rural roads with 
wagon wheels. A very rare one was the 1903 Carlton, a British car of 9 HP and the only one in existence.  
It’s engine rotates counter clockwise, the same odd arrangement as the Brush Marque.

My favourite bike was the 1916 Indian, 1000 cc the same capacity as our Brush and wow did it get along.  
The bike was purchased new by the current owner’s grandfather and restored by himself and his father.  

Our first outing went reasonably well for a car that had not been rallied for around 10 years, we both 
really enjoyed the experience, and the Rally organisers deserve credit for a great Rally. The furthest it 
had been in our ownership was around the block! We picked up a flat tyre on day 2 and fine cracks in 
the cylinder manifested themselves in coolant leaks.  Still, in all other respects the car ran well and was 
happy sitting on about a smooth 35 kmh. Some more work to do in order to be ready for the 2025 Brush 
rally in Albany, WA though!
